The head of
the country should always be ready for immediate actions. The utmost duty of the
head (king) is to protect his subjects.

This paper tries to focus on Agni Purana. Puranas — ancient but
advanced. Puranas plays a major role to reflect the social, political, economical
and religious conditions of India in different times. Among eighteen puranas,
‘Agni Purana’ occupies important place for scientific, historical tracts. Nearly
twenty chapters of this Agni Purana teach the administration with applicable
examples. The coronation of the country head, the election of dignitaries,
employment of different workers etc., are well described. It is described the head
with a pregnant woman, as he shall do all pleasures for his own and wellbeing of
his people.

Every individual follow divine dictates, enters the family life after
graduating from the gurukula and follow the duties of householder and maintains
Ahitagni — the sacrificial fire, along with his wife. As well, all my subjects are
learned. There is no question of unchaste human here. The strong-willed king
expresses his attention towards his subjects.

Puranas plays a major role to reflect the social, political, economical and
religious conditions of India in different times.Nearly twenty chapters of this
Agni Purana teach the administration with applicable examples. The coronation
of the country head, the election of dignitaries, employment of different workers
etc., are well described.

In Agni purana, Fire God said to Vasishtha about duties related to
sovereignty as revealed to Rama by Pushkara. The king shall encourage all
honest pursuits and should help who are in the path of virtue. King is the
responsible person to elect his priests, ministers who are well versed in all the
branches of learning and with the workings of human heart.

A detailed description of coronation is narrated in Agni purana - the
accountability of a person who is going take the heir ship. With the help of his
ministers, the king should becrowned in the presence of deities and recitation of
mantras by brahmanas. After the coronation, ministers elected by the royal head,
shall pour water, clarified butter and milk etc. Then the priest chants mantras and
invites all the gods to take part in the coronation ceremony to preserve the king.
Pushkara narrates the mantras which are to be used on the occasion of the
installation of the king.

It denotes that the person who is going to take the charge should be matured,
cautious and active. Even the process of the installation, projected coronation is
coherent in puranic age.

It is clearly mentioned that a member of the Brahmana or the Kshatriya caste
should be elected for the commander-in-chief of the kingdom. To represent the
king at foreign courts, should be selected the ambassador who issharp intellect,
good speaker and well versed in the diplomacy.

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Agni purana illustrates, it is king’s duty to elect in works which can be safely
done by such men a worthwhile foreign minister, Soldiers,essential qualified
royal cook, the royal treasurer, the royal physician etc., The spies are the king’s
eyes and men should be employed in secret service, without letting the public
know that they had been so employed. They should appear themselves as
merchants, physicians, astrologers etc. The king should not trust the statement of
a single spy. He should adopt the whole country and workout accordingly, so
must very attentive in every aspect.

The king should do attract the hearts of his subjects and refrain from
displeasures. The strength of a king is the love of his subjects and the title Raja is
derived from the fact of his pleasing (Ranja to please) the people.

Agni purana warns the king that if he subjugates his subjects and misgoverns his
kingdom goes to hell after his death. One sloka in this purana portrays correlation
between the head and a pregnant woman, as he shall do all pleasures for his own
and wellbeing of his people.

Agni purana recommends the royal head that he should rule his kingdom neither
with too much limitations nor with too much liberation. The king, who
subjugates his senses, carefully learns from the Brahmanas and well versed in the
Vedas, the three sciences of logic, punishment and money making. Acquiring
special knowledge of commercial undertakings of the world becomes able to
keep his subjects under his own control.

In the chapter Ramokthanitih of Agni purana, Rama disclosed certain rules such
as - a king should earn the sufficient money and take care to accumulate the
same.

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ministry, the government, the fortification, the revenue, the forces and the allies
are all associates to one another.

A king should protect his subjects from the five quarters, such as, the artillery,
the thieves, the king’s officers, the royal favorites and the greedy foreign
monarch and collect rents from them periodically, as they would fall due. He
should always guard his personal safety, as well that of his internal and external
government.

Thus we notice that the head of the country has to be an expert in all the things
and well versed in the art of administration. The king should promote himself and
had to see the enhancement of prosperity and lift up his subjects. He is the head
who dedicates his life to serve his people; he should be upholder of law and
order, of customs and traditions. As king Dasaratha and other kings followed
dharma strictly. Enlightened from their ancestors like Manu and took care of
their people. But today’s situation is just contrast to that. Dharma is ignored by
both the head and the people. Contradictory matters are dominant and man
becoming egoistical.

Bringing out the accomplishments of ancient Indian administrative system is
needed as it would make citizens feel proud and strengthen the national spirit
among them. Sanskrit literature can indeed be a reference and a guiding
document for the present day administration as well.

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One of the oft-quoted shlokas of Srimad Bhagwad Geeta tells Arjun that it is his
right to decide what action he shall perform:

HAVYAAPRES AT Holy Perae |
AT FABIRGHA! I TSMSTARAT || (2.47)

karmany evadhikaras temda phalesu kadacana
ma karma-phala-hetur bhiirma te sarigo ‘stv akarmani®

Meaning: Your right extends only up to the decision of what action you shall
perform, not to the consequences that will follow from it. You may not be the
only cause of why consequences follow. Nor should this deter you from
performing your role.

This shlokah states two important features of the human field of action --- the
karmabhoomi field within which we perform our actions:

1. What you shall do is solely your right to decide.

2. Since consequences of actions are not determined by one single action of
one single individual, but are the product of a complex interaction of
innumerable factors, therefore, we should not expect that consequences
flow from our actions alone and should not be deterred from performing
our due role just because we may not be sure whether our actions will
produce the expected results.

This shloka is the greatest statement of free will. The shlokah describes the
decision of what to do and what not to do as the adhikarah or the right of the
individual. No one can take away this right from him. In the human world, which
constitutes an interaction of acts of billions of individuals and their

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consequences, even God does not interfere. The free choice of action is left to the
individual.

Religions, Philosophies and Free Will:

‘Determinism vs Free Will’ has been one predominant theme of religions,
philosophies and social sciences through the ages.

Major religions project human actions as pre-ordained and pre-determined by a
divine power. *° A lot of the western literature struggled with the theme of man’s
desire to exercise his own will in a context where religion prescribed the
supremacy of God’s will. Shelley’s Prometheus and Milton’s Beelzebub strive to
assert themselves in an environment that does not permit of such assertion.

Psychology has all along theorized in favour of determinism. Freud demolished
the image of man as a rational being and showed how unconscious motives
dictate human actions much against his will. Behaviourists too emphasized the
idea of determinism of human behavior, putting the onus on habit-formation and
conditioning. A change in this attitude began in the middle of the twentieth
century when the advent of such schools as Cognitive Psychology, Positive
Psychology and Humanistic Psychology shifted the emphasis away from
determinism and towards human choice in action. Significantly, these changes
were engineered by the influence of ancient Indian philosophy.

A number of sociologists have also emphasized the sociological angle of
determinism.

“Classical determinism in Western philosophy represents the view that
every event which takes place has to take place because of antecedent
conditions, and that no situation could have been otherwise than it is.
Since human actions - including our decisions and choices - are events,
they conclude that these are also the result of antecedent conditions or
causes, and are therefore not free. Determinism is therefore a refutation
of human freewill or man’s freedom, our ability to consciously choose
between alternatives.”*'

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Dhritarashtra, in the opening shlokah of Srimad Bhagwad Geeta describes the
battlefield at Krukreshtra between the Kauravas and Pandavas as
‘dharmakshetra’, highlighting thereby that the war to be fought in this field is not
a war for worldly supremacy but a struggle between good and evil.

It is interesting that the epithet ‘dharmakshetra’ is used by Dhritarashtra who is
actually the patriarch of the Kauravas, the group representing evil in the moral
fight. This shows that the patriarch of the evil forces has by this juncture in the
story of Mahabharata acquired the realization that his scions were violating the
moral codes of dharma.

The moral karma-field called Kurukshetra provokes a moral conflict in Arjun’s
mind. It presents before him the need for making a moral choice that is crucial to
the exercise of free will.

For those of us who look upon Lord Krishna as Bhagwan Vishnu’s avatar and
upon Srimad Bhagwad Geeta as the words of the Almighty himself, the choice of
the context within which Lord Krishna delivered his sermon to his favourite
disciple becomes important. Lord Krishna chose for his updesh to Arjun a
context which was morally and existentially extremely significant. Arjun stands
in a battle-field where he must either kill or be killed. His decision of whether to
fight or not is a decision of a life-time and not one of the hundreds of decisions
we are forced to take every day by the circumstances of life. It is not a decision
like “Should I take tea or coffee? Should I go to sleep now or stay a little longer
and finish off this work?”

When, having told Lord Krishna to bring his chariot between the two armies, he
sees the persons he must fight, his hands tremble and his bow Gandeev tends to
fall from his hands. I have seen You-Tube videos that present this as Arjun’s
cowardliness. Nothing could be more removed from the truth than this
interpretation of Arjun’s behaviour. What shakes Arjun is not the fear of possible
death at the hands of his rivals but the moral crisis of having to kill those he has
been taught to venerate and revere.

Lord Krishna is shocked and surprised at Arjun’s reaction:

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Meaning: From where has come to you this confusion in this hour of crisis? Oh
Arjun, your behavior is neither suitable for a warrior, nor will it find favour with
the gods. It will only bring you disrepute.

Lord Krishna’s question “From where has this confusion come?” expresses his
sheer surprise and shock. He goes on to point out that Arjun is in the midst of a
situation of crisis and not in some ordinary state of affairs. Arjun is standing in a
battle-field, not in his house. Thus, in the first line of the shlokah Lord Krishna
highlights the contradiction between Arjun’s situation and his reaction to that
situation.

In the second line Lord Krishna points out how such behavior will harm Arjun in
this world as well as the other world. The Lord mentions three features of
Arjun’s behavior ---

1. It does not suit his status as a warrior.

2. It will not find favour with the gods and will not do him good in after-
life.

3. It will bring him disrepute in this world.

By pointing out this vast range of harms Arjun would suffer by his act of
deserting the war, Lord Krishna expresses his displeasure at Arjun’s behavior.

Arjun’s response to Lord Krishna’s rebuke is equally poignant. He says:

Meaning: How shall I, Oh Madhusudan, direct my arrows at Bhishm and Drona
who are worthy of my worship?

Since in the previous shlokah Lord Krishna had said “don’t become a victim of
fear, it does not suit a warrior like you,” Arjun now answers by telling that his
reluctance to fight is not born out of fear, but out of a moral crisis. “How shall I
direct my arrows at those who are worthy of my worship?” he expresses the
cause of his confusion to his friend and mentor.

The battle of Kurukshetra, thus, confronts Arjun with a situation where he must
make a moral choice. Should he fight his own elders or avoid this? The entire
geetopadesh is an answer to this question.
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In essence the answer is: O Arjun, you are not going to direct your arrows at your
venerable elders. Those elders have now joined ranks with the forces of evil and
have thus embraced evil. They have lost that venerable quality for which you
revered them. When you direct your arrows at them, you will be targeting the
forces of evil and not your venerable elders.

The moral choice that Arjun had to make was of a much graver nature and much
greater magnitude than most of us have to make in our lives. But essentially ---
though on a lesser degree --- the nature of the moral choice is the same.

Like Arjun we have options. Like him we are caught in situations where our
emotions pull us in one direction and our discretion pulls us in another. These
moral choices set up inner conflicts within our mind. We are caught in a Hamlet-
like “to-be-or-not-to-be” syndrome. Should I sit with my friends for an evening
of boozing or should I stay at home and teach my children? Why should I alone
be honest when everyone else is corrupt in the office? Why can’t I take some
undue advantages when no one is likely to know of my doing so?

This type of conflicts constantly trouble the man whose conscience has not been
benumbed by constant rubbing with the vile ways of the world. The teachings of
the Geeta are for such real-life Arjuns. These are the individuals who wish to
follow the path of truth but are pulled apart by conflicting desires.

Sthitaprajna and Freedom from Determinism:

Whether it is psychological or historical-social determinism of human behavior,
such determinism acts through external influences on us. We become slaves of
the society and the slaves of our circumstances. Instead of the control being our
hands, our environment begins to control us. This is what results in determinism
of our behavior.

Srimad Bhagwad Geeta provides a solution to such external determinism of
behavior. In response to a question from, Lord Krishna defines Sthitaprajna as
one who is aatmane aatmna tushtah --- satisfied with himself and within himself:

Meaning: When a person, having overcome his desires, remains satisfied within
himself and by himself, he is then called a Sthitaprajna.

By this definition, a Sthitaprajna has no need for external stimulation. He lives
through inner bliss. Therefore, he cannot be controlled by external forces or
influences. Naturally, such a person can exercise his free will, and his moral
choices do not suffer the constraints of determinism.

Determinism, whether social or psychological operates through emotions. When
our acts are intertwined with our emotions in a complex pattern, we get caught
into a mesh that controls us. When, on the other hand, we distance ourselves
from the emotions, we become liberated. That liberation also results in free will
and the freedom of moral choices. In the state of Sthitaprajna, the individual is
guided entirely by his inner self and not by external influences.

While defining the state-of-mind of a Sthitaprajna, Lord Krishna uses an image
that has become classical in understanding control-over-mind:

Meaning: Like the tortoise who draws its legs into its shell, when a person
withdraws the senses from their objects, such a person is said to be in a state of
Sthitaprajna.

The two shlokahs about Sthitaprajna together give an effective method of
meditation. During such state of meditation, we temporarily withdraw into our
own Self and practice what the previous shlokah calls “atmane atmana tushtah”.
This process of being entirely with one’s own Self and strengthening our Self
prepares us for effectively facing the challenges of the world. It gives our free
will the strength to weather the storm of external forces and external influences.

Mental Sanyasa for Freedom:

It is our emotional bondage that makes us lose our freedom. Emotions
are no doubt a part of human nature and are the driving force of our actions. We
work to earn because of our love for our family. We are, at times, even driven by
the emotion of anger. But these emotions can destroy us if they overpower us and
begin to carry us like a piece of paper bandied around by strong wind.
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For emotions to remain within healthy limits it is necessary that we
acquire some amount of distance from them. Since emotions reside in the mind,
Lord Krishna prescribes ‘mental sanyasa’ in order to attain freedom from their

Meaning: The disciplined person who has taken mental sanyasa from actions
remains happy performing his actions as if he is not performing them.

The shlokas in Srimad Bhagwad Geeta and the concepts they present are
extremely subtle. Unless we understand them properly they can cause
misunderstanding.

How does a person take mental sanyasa from his actions, and how would
it benefit him? Would an emotional withdrawal from one’s actions and their
performance as if one is not performing them not result in the entire process
becoming mechanical? These questions need to be answered if one were to
comprehend the meaning of what Lord Krishna says.

Sanyasa is essentially ‘emotional detachment’. An ordinary human being
feels attached to the objects and the pleasures of the world. When he detaches
himself from these objects and pleasures, he is said to have taken sanyasa.

Mind is the seat of emotions and emotional attachment is a mental rather
than a physical phenomenon. Therefore, a person who wants to take sanyasa has
to attain detachment at the mental level. Once a person attains such emotional
detachment from his actions, the negative-positive consequences of his actions
stop affecting him.

This process needs to be understood by looking at another shlokah:

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Meaning: My actions don’t get stuck to me. Nor do I have an excessive desire
for their fruits. Whoever understands this nature of mine is freed from bondage to
his actions.

A coarser understanding of this shlokah can easily lead one to believe
that one is being exhorted to completely give up desire for fruits of actions. Such
interpretation tends to create an interpretation of Hinduism as a religion that
rejects the world and its pleasures.

The choice of words in Srimad Bhagwad Geeta is very cautious. Pushing
the meaning a little bit results in the distortion of what is being communicated. In
the present shlokah Lord Krishna talks about actions getting stuck to some
individuals. In my life I have met a number of retired officers who are stuck with
the “I-did-this and I-did-that” syndrome. At times it is difficult to have a
conversation with them because they are not able to go beyond their previous
actions. They are caught in a circle that they are not able to break and move
forward. This is what the Geeta means while talking of actions getting stuck to a
person.

In the same way, the word ‘spriha’ is meant to convey a sense much
sharper than just desire. The use of ‘spriha’ is meant to indicate a desire that is so
overwhelming that it demolishes a person’s mind.

Desires and dreams motivate a person to act. So long as these desires and
dreams drive a person to identify and perform his role in an overall system, they
act as engines that give shape and organization to his projects. But when these
desires and dreams derive him towards selfishness, they cut him off from the
system and his acts begin to damage rather than promote the overall welfare of
the system. This is exactly what we see happening in our society today. Large
numbers of the members of our bureaucracy as well as the political class pull the
system and wrap it around themselves, such that the system gets completely
distorted and twisted out of shape. Instead of playing their role, they subjugate
the system to their own selfish desires. Their ‘spriha’ rather than their desire to
do their due role or ‘kaaryam karam’ (6.1) dominates their actions and destroys
the system.

Adoption of mental sanyasa liberates the individual as well as the
system. It promotes free will guided by what is good for everyone rather than the
determinism caused by selfish desires.

Let us understand the concept of mental sanyasa by taking the example
of a teacher who decides to popularize Sanskrit language. The teacher is
convinced that the spread of Sanskrit will help to connect our society back to our
roots. He feels sure that it will bring back the values of dharma and will lift the
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society out of the dross it has fallen into. As he thinks more and more about it he
dreams of a state in which all children learn Sanskrit, and through that language,
acquire the value-system of our nation. Seeing this dream itself is an act and it
possesses the potential of motivating him to work harder and with greater vigour
for achieving his goal.

As long as the dream of popularizing Sanskrit remains a source of
motivation, it has a positive value. But supposing it begins to get so intertwined
with his emotions that its successes and failures make him exalted or depressed,
then naturally the project will begin to take a toll on his physical and mental
health as well as on his state of happiness or sadness.

This is where he needs to acquire mental sanyasa from his project. He
should emotionally detach himself from the consequences of his work and should
enjoy the act of performing his role rather than the results of his actions.

I wish to again emphasise that Srimad Bhagwad Geeta does not reject
enjoyment of fruits of our actions; it exhorts us not to become the mental slaves
of these fruits. In fact, most of the time the expression ‘karam phalam’ is used to
refer to our selfish motive rather than the overall good that will flow from our
actions to the society.

Sri Krishna wants us to be satisfied with whatever flows as the natural benefits
from our actions:

TTTBTATHAIE! Geglatdl TIHaca:|
ga: Ragrafgl T geaif a fAaead 11 (4.22)

Yadrichhalaabhsantushto dvandvaasito vimatsarah
samah siddhavasiddhau ch kritvaapi na nibadhyate *

Meaning: Whoever is satisfied with the natural flow of benefits of his
actions, does not envy others and maintains his equanimity in the face of
successes and failures does not get bound by his actions even while performing
them.

This shlokah is another definition of the ‘mental sanyasa’. Put together,
the shlokahs quoted by me in the foregoing paragraph build up the image of a

person who performs his actions driven more by the desire to achieve certain
goals beneficial for the society rather than constantly looking for personal gains.

Conclusion:

Free will has been one of the preoccupations of philosophers all through the
history of human civilization. Most philosophers have concluded that the human
existence is marked by lack rather than the existence of free will. The western
view is summed up by the French philosopher and author Rousseau when he says
in the opening lines of his famous book The Social Contract, “Man is born free,
and everywhere he is in chains.” This western view of bondage is either religious
where preordination of events by the Almighty is believed to deprive human
beings of their power to decide their own fate or it is social-psychological-
historical where it is premised that man by the nature of his constitution and
because of the society in which he lives is prevented from exercising free will.
Seen in this context, the shlokah from Srimad Bhagwad Geeta with which this
article opens declares free will and moral choice of action as a person’s right, of
which no one can deprive him. This shlokah is the greatest statement of free will
which makes the human right to make moral choices absolute and inviolable. The
restrictions on free will are self-imposed by us due to our bondage to actions and
their fruits. Srimad Bhagwad Geeta shows the way to acquire freedom from that
bondage by practicing mental sanyasa.
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
